from wood scraps to office paper. We have
replaced inefficient lighting systems, encour-
age carpooling, use recycled paper products
and drink coffee from ceramic mugs instead
of styrofoam cups. Even this brochure, (like
most of our literature) is printed on recycled
paper, using an ecologically friendly waterless

press and vegetable based inks.
Healthy forests are necessary for the

long-term health of our planet. They are also
essential to our business today, tomorrow, and
in the future. With proper management, com-
mitted effort, and the responsible allocation 
of financial resources, vibrant, healthy forests
can be maintained around the world.
